What is a Bibliography?

· A bibliography is a list of reference materials such as books and articles used for research. It is often located at the end of an article or book.

· A list at the end of your assignment that includes works for background or further reading as well as those you have referred to in the text.
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Other terms which are used and are very similar to a bibliography are:
Citing/referencing

· The terms citing (or citation) and referencing mean the same thing, and are often used interchangeably. Citing an information source used in an academic work means to employ a standardised method of acknowledging that source. The full details of the source must be given.

· A list of works an author refers to in a text (eg, journal article or book) or a list of citations to works on a particular subject.

· A way of crediting the sources (books, journals and websites) you have used in your research.

· Giving credit to the sources you used for your paper, speech, project or research. This gives credit to the creator/author of the information and tells others where they can find a source.

Why do we need to produce a bibliography?

To avoid being accused of Plagiarism. 
Plagiarism is presenting someone else’s work as if it were your own, whether you mean to or not. ‘Someone else’s work’ means anything that is not your own idea, even if it is presented in your own style. It includes material from books, journals or any other printed source, the work of other students or staff, information from the Internet, software programs and other electronic material, designs and ideas.
It is a major offence at all universities, punishable by expulsion!
